OSAS ODBC Quick Start

1.
Install GM-ODBC Data Dictionary


You should have received file GMODBC.zip from CCS via email or mailed floppy.


Copy the files from GMODBC.zip into your \RWDATA directory in OSAS


Example: (from floppy)



PKUNZIP A:GMODBC \OSAS\RWDATA

2.
Edit CONFIG.TPM


The file CONFIG.TPM is now located in the \RWDATA directory.


You must first edit this file using the DOS Editor or any text editor such as NOTEPAD.


Your default CONFIG.TPM looks like this:



DICTIONARY=C:/OSAS/RWDATA/

DATA=C:/OSAS/DATA/

CID=1

Change the DICTIONARY path to point to the directory you copied the Dictionary files into.  Change the DATA path to point to the directory where the OSAS data is located.  CID refers to Company ID.  The default CID is for Company 1.  If you wish to utilize the ODBC interface for other Company ID’s, you must change the CID to the appropriate Company ID just before you access the data.

Note:  Changing Company ID’s in OSAS does not change the CID line in CONFIG.TPM.  You must change this manually using any text editor.

3.
Install BASIS ODBC Drivers


Follow the steps in Chapter 2 of  you OSAS ODBC Kit User’s Guide


Once you see the message “Activation Successful,” exit the installation process.

4.
Create OSAS Data Source


Click
[Start]  [Settings]  [Control Panel]



[ODBC Data Sources]


Click the [File DSN] Tab


Click
[Add]


Select Basis ODBC Driver.  Click   [Next]


Type OSAS for the data source name.  Click  [Next].  Click [Finish]


Type or Browse to locate the CONFIG.TPM file

Example:
C:\OSAS\RWDATA\CONFIG.TPM


Click
[Advanced]


Click
[Fast Connect] and [No Shadow Dictionary Consistency Check]


Click
[OK]

If you plan on using Microsoft Access to view OSAS Data, click [User DSN] Tab and repeat the last few steps.  (Name the new data source “OSAS” as well)

The installation process is now complete.  Close applications to return to Desktop.

OSAS ODBC – Using Microsoft Excel

The following procedure assumes you have installed Microsoft Excel & Microsoft Query
Open Microsoft Excel

From the Menu Bar click  [Data]  [Get External Data]  [Create New Query]

Select OSAS.  Click [OK]

Select the Table and Columns you would like to see in your spreadsheet.

Note:
To copy all columns from a table across, select the table and click the arrow key.  To only choose selected columns, click the plus sign next to the table and select the appropriate columns.

After selecting the Columns you want, click [Next]

If you would like to filter out some of the records from the Table you have selected, use the 

Filter Data Screen to set up your Selection Criteria.  Click [Next]

If you would like to sort the records in you spreadsheet, use the Sort Order Screen to establish

the Sort Order you wish to apply to the records.  Click [Next].  Click  [Finish]

Click
[Properties]     Click  [Refresh data on file open]    Click  [OK]   Click  [OK] to finish.

You have now completed the procedure to set up an Excel Spreadsheet.  If you Save your

spreadsheet, every time you open it back up the data will be refreshed.

OSAS ODBC – Using Microsoft Access

The following procedure assumes you have installed Microsoft Access
Open Microsoft Access

Open an existing Database or create a new database and open to the main Database Window

From the Menu Bar click  [Data]  [Get External Data]  [Link Tables]

Under “Files of type” select ODBC Databases

Click
[Machine Data Source]  Tab.

Select OSAS.  Click [OK]

Note:
It is imperative that you selected OSAS from the [Machine Data Source] Tab and not the 

[File Data Source] Tab.  OSAS appears under both Tabs, but will only Link with Access as a machine data source

Select the Tables you want in your Access Database and click [OK]

For each Table you have selected, you must choose a Unique Record Identifier.  Typically this is 

the first field, but is sometimes a combination of the first few fields.  Continue to select unique record identifiers until you have gone through all the tables you selected.

You have now completed the procedure to set up an Access Linked Tables.  If you Save your

database, every time you open it back up the data will be refreshed.

OSAS ODBC – Using Microsoft Query

The following procedure assumes you have installed Microsoft Query
Open Microsoft Query

From the Menu Bar click  [File]  [New]

Select OSAS.  Click [OK]

Select the Table and Columns you would like to see in your spreadsheet.

Note:
To copy all columns from a table across, select the table and click the arrow key.  To only choose selected columns, click the plus sign next to the table and select the appropriate columns.

After selecting the Columns you want, click [Next]

If you would like to filter out some of the records from the Table you have selected, use the 

Filter Data Screen to set up your Selection Criteria.
